New Web sites directed at health care consumers are coming on line nearly every day.  Some are more helpful than others.  Two Web sites provide information exclusively on Wisconsin hospitals.  CheckPoint and PricePoint can be found at www.wicheckpoint.org and www.wipricepoint.org.   At CheckPoint, you can find reliable information on the quality and safety of care delivered in your community, while PricePoint lists charges for all Wisconsin hospitals.

CheckPoint is a voluntary statewide public reporting program with 128 participating Wisconsin hospitals.  Participating hospitals are improving the quality and safety of health care by publicly reporting, benchmarking, and sharing best practices. The CheckPoint Web site provides 22 measures related to common medical conditions and surgical, along with five error prevention measures.

PricePoint allows users to check charges and utilization information for about 64 types of hospitalizations, representing about half of all hospital stays in Wisconsin.  Using an advanced query tool available on the site, a user can find this information for all types of hospital stays.
